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We recommend that the steam room is installed by a competent tradesperson who is
suilably qualilied 1o make plumbing and electrical connections — we do not consider
this to be a DIY project.

Betore vou can begin assembly you will need to prepare a suitable floor that is flat
and level around the perimeter and drains to the centre to take away the condensate.
This floor must be impervious to water and should fall to the drain with a slope of at
least 11n 100. Test the floor before assembling the steam room.

You will also need an exhaust vent normally to an outside wall or a wet area such as a
pool hall ete.

You will require a mains power connection for the transformer for the low voltage

lights.

You will need to access all of the outside faces during assembly but once the steam
room is assembled il can be manoeuvred into the [inal position — you should consider
access for servicing when deciding how to finish off the exterior. Sealing the steam
room behind block walls will make any subsequent service access dillicull and
CXPCNSIVE.

We recommend that 2 people carry out the assembly. To some cxtent the order of
work will be determined by the space available to work in, for example if space
allows the rool’ can be assembled in one piece on the (loor and then lilled inlo position
on the walls but if there is not enough space you will need a ladder to complete the
assembly in situ on the walls.

Steam inlet nozzle  depending on the model vou have chosen yvou will need to decide
where 1o position the steam inlel nozzle and (0 make allowances during the assembly
procedure for attaching the steam inlet pipe to the nozzle and similarly for any
conlrols — see the instructions supplied with the steam generaltor.



To make the assembly vou will require a powered drill with a 9mm and 3mm bit some
clamps and switable size spanncrs tor tightecrung the nuts and bolts and a silicon
sealant applicator.

To allow for distortion within the mouldings the order of assembly is as follows:-
Loosely assemble the walls with a small number ol nuts and bolts.

Insert the door and trame using a small number of self tapping serews.

Loosely assemble the roof with a small number of nuts and bolts.

Looscly attach the roof to the walls and align and make an inrtial fix with a small
number of nuts and bolts

Add [urther nuts and bolts to rool section joints; add lurther nuts and bolls to lasten
the roofto the walls.

Add further nuts and bolts to the wall and door section joints

Inject silicon scalant between all the tlanges of all the joints

[ully tighten (do not over tighten:!) all the nuts and bolts

Apply a good bead ol silicon sealant 1o the inside [ace ol all ol the joinls and wipe Lo
a smooth finish.
